Dear Parents/Carers

As you are undoubtedly aware, we are facing an unprecedented situation in terms of the spread of Coronavirus. We are experiencing a high number of cases where students and staff are having to self-isolate.

We are doing all that we can to remain open, however, in light of the number of staff unable to come into work, I have now had to make the difficult decision to move to a partial closure so that we can keep Year 11 and Year 13 classes going as long as possible to prepare for their examinations. Therefore from today, Year 12 students have been asked to study at home until further notice.

From tomorrow, Thursday 19th March, we will ask Year 9 and Year 10 students to remain at home until the end of the week.

For all these students work will be made available to them online and they have been given clear guidance on how to access this-staff will use Show My Homework as the first area to direct students from. If your child has no internet access at home they have been provided with a work pack.

I am acutely aware of the pressure that this potentially puts you under and I am sorry for the inconvenience that it causes. The Government are providing little guidance to schools but we are working collaboratively with the Local Authority and other local schools.

If you child is in Year 9 or 10 and you are a frontline NHS worker or other critical public services, then please contact us and we will endeavour to facilitate a solution to support you in line with Local Authority guidance.

Can I once again apologise for the disruption this may cause for your family. Please be assured that this decision has not been taken lightly.

I will contact all parents again at the end of the week with updated information and the plan for next week.
